
OFFICER RECEIVES MADD AWARD

Officer Ryan Bates was recently given an award from Mothers Against Drunk Drivers
(MADD). The nation-wide mission of Mothers Against Drunk Driving is to stop drunk
driving, support the victims of this violent crime, and prevent underage drinking.  The
award was presented to Officer Bates at a ceremony in Culver City, California in March
2007, along with 54 other Officers belonging to Los Angeles County police agencies.

Officer Bates was nominated for the award by
the Port Hueneme Police Department as a
result of his diligence in removing drunk drivers
from the streets.

In 2005 Officer Bates made 66 arrests for
individuals driving under the influence.  The
arrests were conducted in a five-month period.
In 2006 Officer Bates made fifty arrests for
individuals driving under the influence.  This
was done in a four-month period.

Officer Bates has been a member of the
Department for seven years.  For the past
three years he has been assigned as a K-9
Officer.  Officer Bates is also a Field Training
Officer and a Department Taser Instructor.
